Discovery of Suspected Sunken Containers near the Breakwater Area of
Kaohsiung Port Second Harbor.

TIPC Kaohsiung Harbor No. 1126592289

1. We would like to inform you that during a recent inspection in the waters and ¢
hannels of Kaohsiung Port Second Harbor, using multibeam sidescan sonar, we d
etected what appears to be six sunken containers lying on the seabed at a depth of
approximately 22 to 23 meters. Among these, five containers are located within th
e channel, but they do not obstruct the passage of the largest vessels entering or le
aving the port. At present, there is no immediate risk to navigation, and we plan to
address the situation when sea conditions permit.
