Details -
1. 2.5m diameter aluminum alloy cone observation buoy, painted in yellow with a
warning light and radar reflector, had been re-deployed at the following position

with about 85m moving radius.
2.Characteristic of light : Yellow and red flashes every four seconds.

3.Considering the safety of fishermen at sea, the buoy is equipped with radar
reflectors and AIS devices, which can provide collision avoidance functions for

passing ships.
